Trustee Perry also suggested that the Village order another sign indicating the 

adjacent parking lot as a “Craig’s list drop off point.  The area is surveillance-controlled 

which would offer some degree of safety for meetings/drop offs.  Motion was made by 

Trustee Perry, second by Trustee Nolan to expend upto $75.00 for this sign.  Vote, 4 

ayes.  CARRIED.

Mayor Husk met with Ryan Robinson, with SmartWatt regarding a free study into costs 

of converting and upgrading the village street lights to LED lighting.  The LED lighting 

would be a significant reduction in energy costs.  He will report back once study is 

completed. Any conversion work would have to go out to bid.

WAYNE COUNTY STREETLIGHT CONVERSION STUDY:  This is a duplication 

of the service being offered by SmartWatt whom Mayor Husk had already spoken with.

Luke to adopt the 2017-2018 Budget as presented with a final tax rate of $12.52 per 

thousand, the maximum allowed keeping within the tax cap.
